The Journals of Dr. Albert Dunlap
Assistant Surgeon,
3" Maryland Volunteer Infantry

Friday, S Sept 1862: Nothing occurred
worth mentioning. The weather was warm and
pleasant.

Saturday, 6 Sept: Sent two boys to
P.O. and received a letter, the second since I
left home, informing me that A. Creston was
laying wounded at the Armory Sq. Hospital. |
waited till dusk and then went down and found
him severely wounded in the right arm, the ball
having entered near the wrist and come out
near the shoulder. Remained with him about %
hour and then returned to camp.

Sunday, 7 Sept: Received orders to
prepare to start away, hitched up and drove
down to Gen. McClellan’s HQ, where I
remained till noon, then went back to camp and
ate dinner. Fed & watered the horses, then
drove down to the HQ Hospital. Hearing that
Lewis was in town, I waited till he came in, and
spent an hour or so with him. Drove up to HQ
again and, finding no progress had been made,
returned to the hospital and took Lewis down to
the Depot in my ‘carriage’. I pitied him, poor
fellow, he could only afford one hose while I
have 4 splendid roan greys. I hope he won’t be
envious. Returned to HQ and found the
Steward waiting for me. He jumped in and we
struck out to get to the head of the line. We
drove till 12 midnight and camped, watered,
fed and ate some sardines and soda crackers,

then rolled up in my blankets on the hay and
went to sleep. In about two hours the camp was
roused, we watered and fed, ate a piece of
bread and cup of coffee and drove out. Got
started before day had fairly broke, drove on to
Rockville {Brockville?], near which place we
are at present camped. Arrived here about noon
and unharnessed, may remain some days.
During the night I ate the pear from Mr.
Jeromes and feel very grateful to them for
remembering me in my absence. My best
respects are due to Miss Maggie and the rest.
Also I should like to see Miss Emma Ridgeway
and should like to be remembered to her. After
writing this and eating my supper of spiced
oysters, bread and tea, I received orders to
return to Washington to exchange my wagon
and obtain stock of medicines. The Steward
went with me to assist. As we struck the
turnpike, I picked up two Captains who wanted
to go in, and we had a jolly time, keeping the
horses at a hard trot. Started about 8:30, arrived
in Washington 11:30pm, 3 hours [for] 24 miles.
Had a big plate of fried oysters at the
Metropolitan, the ofticers standing treat. I had
to wait an hour for my horses to cool off, then
fed and watered. By this time it was half past
two, lay down on a pile of hay, and slept till
5:30, fed, watered, harnessed and hitched up,
drove to the office, took the Steward aboard,
then drove down town. Had raw oysters and
Lager beer for dinner. About 5 pm we finished
our load. Having every corner full and being
unable to change the wagon, started for camp.
Had one upset on the road and found myself
covered with boxes, blankets, sacks, etc. and
with my right arm pretty well skinned. Crawled
out, unloaded, set up the wagon and having
loaded struck for camp. Reached home about 1
pm, tired, hungry and sleepy. Unharnessed, fed
and turned in. My hands are so sore I can
scarcely hold a pen.

Wednesday, 10 Sept: It rained slightly
and I found shelter in a wagon. Today I
changed my wagon and obtained a new one
with all the modern improvements.

Thursday, 11 Sept: Received orders to
prepare to start, harnessed and hitched up
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before 7 am, yet we did not get started till
nearly sundown. It rained nearly all day in short
showers. Now I shall give every town we pass
through, I want Harry to hunt them on the map.
The NY Herald of Thursday contains an
accurate map, let him get a copy of that. We
left Rockford about sundown and passing
through Seneca Mills, camped in a bottom near
Middle Brook. These are small towns
containing only three houses apiece counting
barns. It was raining and pitch dark when we
camped and we had a sweet time hunting water,
teed and etc. I got to bed about 11 pm, soaking
wet below the knees and it seems to have done
me good. I feel better today than I have since |
left home.

Friday, 12 Sept: Routed out, fed,
watered, cleaned off and harnessed before
daybreak. We got started about 7. We traveled
all day making frequent halts on account of
breakage. Passed through Clarksburg and
Hyattstown, both towns of 500 inhabitants.
Camped about an hour by sun, three miles from
the last named place and on the road to
Frederick. It has rained slightly this evening.
Written by candle light sitting in front of my
wagon. We shall probably start early in the
morning again, and cross the B&O RR before
noon.

Saturday, 13 Sept: Fredrick, MD. We
started early this morning and arrived in
Frederick about noon. We halted in the main
street of the town about three hours waiting for
troops to pass us. Sumner’s whole corps is
here, besides other troops, amounting to about
60,000. Besides these there must be heavy
bodies of troops on our right and left as we
have heard heavy cannon all morning.
Jackson’s forces left last night and our troops
took possession immediately. McClellan was
received with open arms, ladies hugged him
and so great was the press to shake hands that
we halted at least an hour to let them have their
full. Burnside is also here and was cheered by
soldiers and citizens as he passed down the
line. It was an affecting sight to see: 10,000
men, tired, worn and dusty, forget all in
welcoming their leaders. This place is largely

Union, nearly every house displayed the Union
flag, and fair ladies waved white handkerchiefs
from every window. And now it is Saturday
evening. At home it will be baked beans. I
would give a week’s pay to be home and get
some. Here it will be crackers and bacon and
coffee. I am awful hungry, and must hunt the
cook tent. We are camped about a mile north of
Frederick in a clover field. The day has been
very warm and the roads are very hilly or rather
mountainous, in many places dangerously so.
The 5™ NY Zouaves are camped near us, within
100 yards of me. I am too happy to write more,
having eaten breakfast before day and had
nothing since, 12 hours worth.

Sunday, 14 Sept: Started early in the
morning for the advance today, I was not stuck
back with the baggage train but was ordered to
keep in the rear of the staft. We went through
from Frederick to Middletown as fast as our
horses could travel, and then lay by till night,
while McClellan went around to visit the
advance line. About dark we started forward,
and drove 2 miles over an awful road, then
camped for the night. It was pitch dark and I
had to hunt water, oats and feed. Was ordered
to be ready to move forward at any time during
the night. Lay down on a stretcher but have
been through so much I could not sleep
soundly. T got up about 3 am and cleaned off,
then lay down and slept till morning.

Monday, 15 Sept: Received orders to
go forward to the advance and was till noon
making 4 miles on account the road being
blocked up with artillery, infantry and cavalry.
Prisoners are numerous. I have seen about 1500
today, mostly dressed in rags and hard looking
subjects. Large numbers of our wounded have
been passing to the rear also. Our route is
towards Hagerstown. I arrived where I now am
about noon and, the HQ having been changed, 1
drew off the road and am awaiting orders.
About dark our train came up and I joined it,
drove over the next ridge of mountains and
camped about 11 pm.
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
